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Abstract

The survey aims to assess the conformity of the curriculum framework for global citizenship proposed
by the Oxfam. The respondents were 463 Korean early childhood teachers who were working in
kindergartens and daycare centers. The questionnaire for survey was composed 57 items based on the
translated version of ‘Education for global citizenship: A guide for schools’(Oxfam, 2015a). The results
showed that the components of Oxfam' s curriculum framework for global citizenship were generally
perceived as appropriate by the teachers. In particular, some components were assessed more appropriate —
e.g., ‘taking responsibility for their actions' as a goal, ‘enriching everyday teaching and learning’ as a
principle, ‘importance of caring and sharing’ as a knowledge, ‘listening to others’ as a skill, ‘sense of
self-worth and worth of others’ as a attitude, and ‘involving opportunities for learners to take informed,
reflective action and having their voices heard’ as a approach to teaching and learning. Additionally, it
suggested the further discussion about multidimensional efforts for constructing the cultural responsive
curriculum for early global citizenship education is needed.
